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设计理念：
我设计这节课旨在通过对Living Abroad这篇文章的阅读，让学生了解中西方文化的不同，并运用一定的阅读策略，快速把握文章结构，准确找出细节信息，通过阅读标题预测文章内容。通过阅读教学，帮助学生掌握一些阅读技能，建立学习英语的自信心，培养学习兴趣，并使学生逐步形成运用语言进行交流的能力。

《英语新课程标准》强调高中英语课堂教学应以学生为中心，要为学生独立学习留有空间和时间，使学生有机会通过联想、推理和归纳等思维活动，以小组合作的形式用英语分析问题和解决问题，获得经验，提高能力。在设计任务时，以学生的生活经验和兴趣为出发点，要有助于英语知识的学习、语言技能的发展和语言实际运用能力的提高，按照学校倡导的“三段六块、立体交叉”的课堂教学模式，及“预设-发现-探索-生成”的教学理念，构建“两入四自”简明课堂，发展学生的自主学习和合作学习的能力。
Learning aims: 

1. To learn different cultures between China and America.

Learning important points:

1. To understand and compare the differences between China and America. 
2. To use the information from the text to finish some exercises.

2. To encourage Ss to say something about Chinese culture and American culture.

Learning methods:
1. Task-based learning method

2. Group work and discussion
Learning aids: blackboard, pictures, powerpoint
Teaching procedures: 

Step 1 Greetings
Greet the whole class as usual.

Step 2 Lead-in

Show some pictures related to China & America to arise Ss’ interest in cultural differences between China and America.
Questions: Do you know something about America? Can you tell us some things the USA is most famous for? How about China?
Predict: Did they have difficulty understanding the American or Chinese ways of doing things? Why do you think so? 
(Yes, it’s necessary to know about culture differences before living abroad.)
